Summary of Meeting
Proposed Nuclear Safety Risk Training Course/Discussion
Shivaji Seth and Bob Bari presented the proposed Nuclear Safety Risk Training Course outline to the group.  The training is geared towards staff (safety basis) and middle management.  The training is still a preliminary draft; further examples and exercises will be added.
Several suggestions to improve the training were given at the end of the presentation.  It was suggested that after reviewing the course materials, those who have suggestions/concerns on the training course contact Mr. Seth or Mr. Bari directly.
There was discussion of where the pilot would take place.  Don Nichols suggested the pilot take place at the National Training Center for the convenience of NNSA.  Mr. Seth offered to get back to Jim O’Brien with information about the training pilot and timeline.
Risk Working Group Charter Extension
Jim O’Brien told the group that a memo has been prepared to continue the charter for the working group another two years.  The Charter is in processing and is identical to old charter except for the termination date.
Andy Wallo suggested giving an advanced copy to Chiefs of Nuclear Safety to move things along.

Final Deliverables for 2009-1
Mr. Wallo has sent the final deliverables to the Defense Nuclear Facility Safety Board (DNFSB) for 2009-1.  He would like to put this in the works for concurrence.  The DNFSB doesn’t want to close the recommendation until DOE has piloted the PRA Standard.  A meeting with the DNFSB is expected in late February/ early March.
Mr. Wallo asked the group for comments on the letter to be sent with the last deliverable.  
Mr. Wallo also indicated that Pantex may be interested in piloting the PRA program.  
Science has indicated they may not be participating in the PRA process, Carol Sohn suggested going back to the sites for further explanation of why sites don’t feel the PRS Standard is necessary.
Rama Sastry will pass along comments on the PRA Standard and Fleming‘s review of the Standard to Mr. Seth and Mr. Bari. Comments/suggestions on the Interim DOE PRA Standard should be sent to Rama Sastry (HS-31).

Other Issues
Mr. O’Brien would like a workshop at the end of November on lessons learned of the PRA Standard.
