SUMMARY
1. Jim O’Brien informed the Group that the Nuclear Safety Workshop in Bethesda, MD, during September 19-20 would include a Risk Management Breakout session where several speakers such as Commissioner Apostolakis are scheduled to give presentations.
2. Shiv Seth described the scope of the Risk Assessment course to be given at the National Training Center (NTC) in Albuquerque, which was developed to meet the NTC requirements and format such as “Vision” and Institutional Support Documents (ISD’s).
3. Rama Sastry informed the Group that a PRA pilot will be conducted at Engineering Container Retrieval System (ECRTS) of the Sludge Treatment Project in Hanford, using Interim (Draft) DOE Risk Standard.  The primary objective or the focus of such a pilot is to show the benefits of performing Risk Assessments at DOE nuclear facilities and the usefulness of the draft standard.
4. Bob Bari (BNL) provided more details on the PRA Pilot, the project plan, and the planned site visit to Hanford including collection of documents and data necessary to develop a Limited Scope PRA for ECRTS.  Shiv Seth suggested that data quality is important for the PRA and there was a discussion about peer review process.  The project plan is under development by BNL and HS-31.  Chip Lagdon and Don Nichols gave comments and suggestions to improve the study.
5. Andy Wallo described the contents of the draft letter from Glenn Podonsky to the DNFSB concerning potential closure of DNFSB Recommendation 2009-1 and scheduling a meeting/briefing to the Board.  There was also some discussion regarding submission of the draft standard to RevCom.  Jim O’Brien indicated that we will wait until the PRA pilot is completed.
